Installation Steps:

3/8” ratchet and extension

1 Remove front and rear seats (front seat is retained 
by 2 allen bolts under rear of seat pad).

2 Remove 2 rubber covers and rear cowling (See Fig. 1 
for fastener locations).  Disconnect the tail light 
electrical connector and the rear seat locking 
mechanism cable prior to removing rear cowling 
(See Fig. 2).

3 Remove stock right side exhaust heat shield (Fig. 4).

4 Remove stock muffler mount bolt covers (Fig. 3)

5 Loosen stock tailpipe collector clamps.  Unbolt 
stock muffler mount bolts under rear cowling 

Tilt muffler(s) sideways and carefully slide left and 
right side mufflers out.

6 Install supplied muffler clamp heat insulators into 
muffler clamps.  Slide muffler clamps over mufflers. 
(See Fig. 6 for correct orientation)

7 Slip collector clamp over inlet of Yoshimura slip on.  
Slide slip-ons onto stock pipes. (Note: this system 
does not use stock midpipe gaskets) 

Mount muffler clamp to stock mounting position. Do 
not torque bolts at this time. (See Fig. 6)

8 Check muffler position to ensure it is the same from 
right to left. In some cases the muffler will have to 
be held and the tailpipe twisted to adjust alignment. 
Check the heat shield mounting bosses from side 
to side to make sure they are at the same level. 
Finally check the mufflers from the rear to ensure 
they are correctly positioned (See fig4.) 

9 Torque muffler clamp bolts to 2.3 kg-m (16.5 lb-ft).

10 Drill 13/64” hole thru end of collector at the center 
of the securing hole in Yoshimura tailpipe. (See 
Fig.5)

CAUTION: Always wear eye protection when using 
any power tool.)

11 Install securing rivet into drilled hole, slide  
stainless steel exhaust clamp over rivet and torque 
clamp to 1.25 kg-m (9 lb-ft).

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12 Install Stock Heat shield with supplied bolts, 
washers, and spacers in the upper mount 
position.  Use stock bolts for the lower mount 
position. (See Fig. 7)

Install Yoshimura Heat shield on left tailpipe with 
supplied bolts. (See Fig. 8)

13 It is recommended that the entire exhaust system 
be wiped down with rubbing alcohol to remove 
oil and fingerprints. This will help prevent 
tarnishing of the finish after the exhaust is heated 
up.

14 Before starting motorcycle, check for proper 
clearance between new exhaust system and 
motorcycle. (i.e. Bodywork, swing-arm, etc.) If 
any problem is found, please carefully follow 
through the installation steps again. If problem

NOTE:  After starting motorcycle, it is normal for new 
exhaust system and mufflers to emit smoke until 
oil residue burns off.
