STEP 3 On the mounts, remove the large main mounting bolt, this is the point
where the arm pivots on the clamp. PIC 1 PIC 1

STEP 4 Fold the clamp around the engine guard in your desired location. Be sure
the head of the hinge pin is facing up. The “cogged” face of the clamp
should face outward from the bike. PIC 1 and PIC 2

STEP 5 Re-install the offset arm on the clamp. Be sure the 1/2” nylon washer is in
place between the two clamp “ears.” PIC 2 and PIC 3

STEP 6 Position the offset arm to your liking. Tighten the main mounting bolt RIGHT SIDE
securely. PIC 3 SHOWN

STEP 7 Position the footpeg as desired. Using a hex wrench, tighten the 5/16”-18
socket head cap screw located on the end of the peg. The male mount will
seat itself into the peg and keep it from rotating.

NOTE: Make sure that when the footpeg is in the “folded up” position, that
it is not resting or rubbing on the fairing lower.
