1. �STEP ONE:
	 A. Cover the fuel tank with protective material.

	 B. Loosen all four handlebar clamp bolts (See Photo #1).

	 C. �Remove bolts & cover, wrap bar base with a shop 
rag under handlebar to protect the sides of the 
fairing (See Photo #2).

	 D. �Remove parking cable (DCT) or clutch cable (6 
speed) from the metal guide located near the bottom 
of the steering head on the right side (See Photo #3). 
(Maybe easier to manage below fairing).

	 E. �Push or pull cable down, around vertical portion 
and let it sit on top of guide (See Photo #4). You may 
need to carefully move the handlebar assembly to 
produce enough cable slack to enable the cable to 
move down past the vertical loop. Place the cable 
tie provided around the cable and the guide where 
the black arrow indicates on Photo #4. This is more 
easily achieved just below the fairing above radiator 
are. Snug cable tie and trim excess.

2. �Install Tour Performance adapter with 4 screws 
provided. Clean surfaces and make sure the rag 
around handlebar does not get caught under the 
adapter. Install screws and thread them all down before 
tightening. Torque the forward 2 screws to 16 ft.lbs. 
(22 NM) followed by the rear (See Photo #5).

3. �Carefully place the handlebar assembly into the 
adapter. Move the bar left or right to center, then install 
top clamp. Install all 4 bolts then rotate bar forward or 
back for optimum wrist angle. (See Photo #6). Slowly 
go to full left and right steering stops and make sure 
there’s enough clearance between bodywork and bars. 
Torque to 16 ft. lbs. (22 NM) starting with the forward 
screws first.

5. � If the left side wire harness from the left control housing 
contacts bodywork at the full left steering stop use the 
second cable tie provided to hold harness to parking 
brake cable or clutch cable. (See Photo #7).

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IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT POWDER COATED HELIBARS

HeliBars® are finished with a polyester powder coating. The 
polyester is recommended for outdoor use because of it’s 
excellent UV resistant quality; if we were to use an epoxy it 
would tend to fade and chalk pretty quickly when exposed to 
sunlight and UV rays.

Care must be taken during installation because the finish can 
be scratched by the sharp surfaces of the controls and master 
cylinder clamps.  When mounting the master cylinders to bars, 
do not let them move around the bars with the caps loose.  
Mount them in the proper position and hand tighten the screws 
until final adjustments are made; in this way you will lessen the 
possibility of scratching.

NOTE: Powder coat finish is not indestructible, there are 
chemicals which may react negatively when applied to finish.  
Brake fluid may cause deterioration of the finish.  We do not 
recommend the use of acetone or similar chemicals for cleaning 
purposes.  We would recommend the use of an over-the-

counter adhesive remover (such as Goo Gone) for the removal 
of any extraneous material.  Please read labels directions for 
any cleaning/polishing product before use.  If you have any 
questions regarding the use of any over-counter-products with 
the HeliBars, please call us before applying them to the powder 
coated finish.

If care is taken during installation, your HeliBars will continue 
to look as good as when they were new.  They will look great 
for years to come with a bit of wax and careful cleaning.  Thank 
you for your purchase, ride safe and enjoy!

TRAILERING WITH HELIBARS 

HeliBars clip ons and handlebars must not be used as the 
primary holding points for tie downs while trailering.  As with 
your stock bars applying  extreme force to the ends of the bars 
can bend the bars or rotate them on their mounts.

Use a wheel chock and pull the machine down and forward 
using soft ties or similar, attached to the lower triple clamp.

Bars should only be used as secondary attachment points to 
steady the motorcycle from lateral sway.

Failure to follow these guidelines can cause damage to the bars 
and the motorcycle, and may also void our warranty.
