Carbon-fiber surfaces (carbon-fiber outlet cap, carbon-fiber muffler’s outer sleeve, carbon-fiber bracket
etc): use a soft dry cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.

Painted surfaces (painted outlet cap, painted muffler's outer sleeve, painted bracket etc): use a soft
cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.

Chrome plated surfaces (chrome plated outlet cap, chrome plated muffler’s outer sleeve etc): use a soft
cloth sprayed with all purpose foam cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.

Stainless steel surfaces (stainless steel muffler’s outer sleeve, stainless steel pipes etc): use a soft
cloth sprayed with a contact cleaner, then wipe with a soft dry cloth.
